people reflect back my interest and kindness
with the same.   When any of us have an
interest in the wellbeing of people or spend
time listening to the stories of their lives, that
interest and affection we manifest is returned
to us many times over.  As people who
endeavor to follow Jesus' life and teaching,
we are shown in a host of ways those things
that are foundational to a life of meaning and
ultimately a thing of joy.
The Gospel of Matthew recounts a discussion
between a lawyer and Jesus, in which Jesus
is asked, “Teacher, which commandment in
the law is the greatest?” Jesus replied “ ‘You
shall love the Lord your God with all your
heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
mind.’ This is the greatest and first
commandment. And a second is like it: ‘You
shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ On
these two commandments hang all the law
and the prophets.’ “ (Matthew 22:36-40)
What Christ was saying to the man and says
to us is that everything our faith calls us to
flows from these two things: Love the God
who created you and love the people with
whom you share this world as you love
yourself.  Imagine our lives if each of us could
do this, could work towards this goal each
day.  Imagine how much better life in our
country and in our world could be if we saw
the world through these lenses. If we were
to work towards making this the reality out
of which we lived.
The key to knowing me and what makes me
tick? What I believe makes the world go
round in spite of what our less than perfect
selves might bring us to?  Well, I believe
each of us comes into this world with the
living reality of Jesus' statement at our core.
Life is not always easy; it is in fact often quite
complicated.  Events and people can happen
in the course of our lives which obscure our
best and truest selves. But what may have
been obscured can always be revealed. Like
looking in a dirty mirror, we can sometimes
barely distinguish our features.  But with a
few simple items and determination to

accomplish our goal, that
formerly dirt covered mirror can
soon be restored to its original
state, showing us who we are
and how wonderfully made. And
when we see that that person
looking back at us really is
worthy of the love God made us
for, we begin to notice that the
other folks we share this world
with are really quite lovely as
well.  As we see ourselves more
clearly, we begin to see these
others not as people to be
feared or turned away from as
we might have thought or been
told. A secret is revealed. We
are, each of us, made to be
loved and to give love. We will
soon be in the season of Lent;
the time to clean our mirrors.  I
wish you all the cleanest of
mirrors that you might see
yourselves with the love God
sees you as well as your
brothers and sisters standing
next to you.
