Since the dawn of humanity, as
it is written in the book of
Genesis, there has been a push
and pull or a give and take in
the relationship between God
and the people of God.
Throughout the Bible, the record
of the relationship between God
and the people of God, there is
almost a dance that unfolds in
how we live in covenant with
God and with one another. One
of the most dramatic places that
this can be seen is in the book
of Exodus. There are few of us
who do not know the story of
Moses and his freeing of the
Hebrew people from their
slavery in Egypt. The book of
Exodus records Moses's birth,
his discovery by Pharaoh's
daughter amongst the reeds of
the Nile and into his adulthood.
But Moses steps into the pages
of history when he encounters
God on Mount Horeb. While |
haven't met anyone who has
been called by God to a great
task via a burning bush, | have

seen the dynamics of God's call to Moses
and the events that followed, even up to
Moses's death, played out on in a host of
circumstances.
God calls a person or group to do something
and then, as many of us have experienced
or witnessed, there is frequently a wrestling
with what we are to do with God's call to
us. How do we live out what it is that we
are called to do? The context of lives is
hugely different from that of Moses. How
we experience God's call may bear little
resemblance to the account in Exodus. But
what happens in our lives is much more
alike than it is different. There are few
figures like Moses to be sure, but we are at
various times very much like those people
and individuals whose names were not
recorded. God calls us out of darkness into
light. He asks that we trust him in the journey
and at times we are good with that and other
times not so good. There are times and
places in the journey of our lives when we
are called to positions of leadership and
times when we are simply called to follow.
But we are always called to be in relationship
with God. God tells Moses, "l have seen
the misery of my people...| have heard their
cry...Indeed, | know their sufferings.” The
relationship that we have with God is one
that is begun at our baptism and nurtured
throughout our lives with prayer.
Each and every one of us has an open
invitation to participate in God's great design.
That might strike some as overly dramatic
but it is not. At times it may not seem that
what we do in our lives as earth-shaking -
but it can be. It can seem that our actions
are of little consequence amidst the many
things that are going on in the world, but |
assure you, your prayer and action and
presence in the world is a thing of great
importance. That is the testimony throughout
the scriptures. In a more secular context,
the influential anthropologist Margaret Mead
is quoted as saying, "Never doubt that a
small group of thoughtful, committed citizens
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can change the world. Indeed it's
the only thing that ever has." The
Bible shows us again and again
that an individual, or small group
of people, striving prayerfully to
live out God's call has changed
the world. It may only be the little
world of their neighborhood or the
world of an individual but how we
live has consequence. What we
do as people of faith can alter
history. It may be "HISTORY" or
simply history but we'll never know
if we don't listen for the voice of
God with a willingness to follow it.
As it says in the book of Isaiah of
what altered the course of Isaiah
and the world, "I heard the voice
of the Lord saying, "Whom shall |
send, and who will go for us?"
And | said, "Here am I; send me!"
Hear the word of God and live your
life to the fullest; you may be
surprised that you've helped create
a better world along the way.
